MEMORANDUM FOR RECORD
SUBJECT: Policy Memorandum # 11, Commander’s Policy Concerning Motorcycle Usage
1. Purpose:  To communicate standards for motorcycle usage to members of the 73rd Ordnance Battalion.  
2. Applicability:  
a. To all military and civilian personnel assigned or attached to 73rd Ordnance Battalion.  
b. For military personnel, these requirements apply both on-post as well as off-post.  Service Members are required to comply with all applicable motorcycle operations policies, even if not required by the local civilian jurisdiction.  
c. All  Civil Service, Wage Grade, and Contractor personnel assigned, attached, or employed by the 73rd Ordnance Battalion, Ordnance Electronics Maintenance Directorate (OEMTD), or any subordinate or attached element of these organizations are also required to comply with these regulations while on duty, or on the Fort Gordon Military Installation.  
3. Motorcycle safety is a significant issue to Army leadership.  The Army experienced a sharp rise in motorcycle related injuries and fatalities during the recent few years.  My intent is to take necessary precautions to minimize such accidents.   
4.  All motorcycle riders must possess a valid motorcycle operator’s license, and have the MSF certification.  Individuals not meeting these requirements are not authorized to operate a motorcycle.  The personnel participating in a motorcycle training course for the purpose of obtaining these certifications are exempt.  The training must be conducted by a certified motorcycle instructor and must take place in a closed training course and not on a course using public roadways.   

5.  My organization will conduct inspections on all motorcycles operated by military operators within my command.  The inspection conducted using the T-CLOCS motorcycle inspection sheet.  Company commanders designate those individuals authorized to inspect motorcycles, personal protective equipment (PPE) and motorcycle insurance.  The inspectors ensure motorcycles are in compliance with applicable safety standards, verifying the rider possesses appropriate personal protective equipment and certifications.  Motorcycles not in compliance may not be operated until they have met compliance with a subsequent inspection.  

6.  Members of this command wishing to operate a motorcycle belonging to someone else must ensure that the motorcycle in question has been inspected by a motorcycle mentor and complies with the T-CLOCS standard.  Individuals borrowing a motorcycle have the same requirements for licensing and certifications as those who own a motorcycle.
7.  All riders assigned or attached to the 73rd Ordnance Battalion, OEMTD, or its subordinates, will participate in 15th Regimental Signal Brigade motorcycle training events. Civil Service and contractor personal are highly encouraged to participate in this training event. Exemptions from this training will be authorized by the battalion commander on an individual basis.  
8.  The instructions carried in this policy constitute a lawful order.  Failure to meet strict compliance may result in punitive action under the Uniformed Code of Military Justice.
