SUBJECT:  Policy Letter #15 – Relationships Between MOS-T and MOS-I Trainees

2.  Purpose. To provide guidance concerning association between MOS-T and MOS-I Soldiers in order to maintain discipline and prevent potential sexual harassment/assault incidents.
3.  Background. Commanders will establish procedures as outlined within this policy letter to ensure that there is minimal contact between MOS-T and MOS-I Soldiers within their commands. 
4.  Discussion.

     a.  Any relationships between MOS-T and MOS-I Trainees other than those required by training missions are strictly prohibited. Such relationships create a volatile training environment in the following ways:

(1)  These relationships have the potential to involve, or appear to involve, the use of rank or position for personal gain.

(2)  These relationships have the potential to be, or appear to be, explotative or coercive in nature.  

(3)  These relationships create an adverse impact on discipline, authority, morale, and the ability of the unit to accomplish its training mission.
     b.  Commanders will ensure that there is no co-location of MOS-T trainees with MOS-I trainees which would allow for socialization. MOS-T trainees will utilize separate barracks, smoking pits, etc.

     c.  MOS-T trainees are not permitted to socialize with MOS-I trainees in any way other than those required by training events. Commanders will take steps to ensure that MOS-T trainees understand their responsibility to avoid socialization with MOS-I trainees, and that violations of this policy memorandum are brought to the attention of the command for disciplinary action.
     d.  Violation of this policy memorandum by any 73rd Ordnance Battalion Soldier provides a basis for disciplinary action under the Uniform Code of Military Justice or adverse administrative action.  
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
