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Brigadier General Thomas A. Pugh is the 37th Chief of Signal and Commandant of the U.S. Army Signal School in the U.S. Army Cyber Center of Excellence at Fort Gordon, Georgia.

BG Pugh is from Signal Mountain, Tennessee.  He graduated from the Virginia Military Institute in 1990 and was commissioned as a Second Lieutenant in the US Army Signal Corps.

Upon completion of the Signal Officer Basic Course at Fort Gordon, Georgia in November 1990, BG Pugh was assigned to the 10th Mountain Division (Light Infantry) at Fort Drum, New York. In August 2014, he became the 37th Chief of Signal and the Commandant of the U.S. Army Signal School at Fort Gordon, Georgia.
