SUBJECT: Policy Memorandum #18 ‑ Cable Television (CATV) Tampering


1.  This policy letter applies to all military and civilian personnel assigned or attached to the RNCOA.  The purpose of this memorandum is to state that there will be no tampering with cable television equipment in any buildings or rooms assigned to the RNCOA.  

2.  Personnel will not:

     a. Tap into dayroom CATV line and run the no charge service to individual rooms in the barracks.

     b. Use the contractor owned converter box to access pay channels (e.g. HBO) in dayrooms and common areas (lounges) other than their individual room to facilitate viewing by numerous or all occupants.

     c. Use the converter box to access special events (e.g. boxing, wrestling, or pay‑per‑view) in dayrooms, lounges or the doorway to facilitate viewing by numerous or all occupants.

3.  Changing the location of contractor owned converter boxes for use at a location other than that for which it is purchased could result in criminal prosecution of the Soldier.  Disciplinary measures will be taken against permanent party as well as student personnel who are found guilty of tampering with CATV.
