MEMORANDUM FOR Regimental Noncommissioned Officer Academy

SUBJECT: Policy Memorandum #20 - Social Fraternization


1.  This policy letter applies to all military and civilian personnel assigned to the (RNCOA).  The following criteria will be used in determining who will be awarded honors for the NCOs attending the Senior/Advanced Noncommissioned Officer Academy (SLC/ALC).  

2.  Student visits to cadre barracks and quarters are not allowed.  Cadre will not visit students in student barracks, off post living quarters or quarters for social purposes.  Class work and remedial training will be conducted in the classroom or a unit designated study area.  In the performance of their duties as Small Group Leader they may be expected to organize/participate in social functions, i.e., breakfasts, cook-outs, etc.  These social functions will be organized and supervised.  The Commandant will personally approve functions not required by the Program of Instruction.  Under no circumstances will cadre solicit funds from students.  Students are strictly prohibited from purchasing "additional" school supplies, items of clothing for PT, or other items from cadre.  Students will immediately report such violations to the RNCOA Commandant.

3. All conduct between cadre and students will be professional and lead no one to question the conduct or integrity of cadre and students.  Perception of misconduct will be addressed immediately by the chain of command and will counsel all individuals on the perception.  

4. Cadre members found to not be in compliance with this policy letter will immediately be removed as an instructor and administrative action will be initiated.  Students found to not be in compliance with this policy letter will have paperwork initiated to be eliminated from the course.
